Our furniture warehouse is open Monday to Friday between  10.00 
am and 3.00 pm.  Deliveries of furniture can be made M onday to 
Friday  between 10.00 am and 4.00 pm. 

We can deliver  items if you do not have 
your own transport, usually within one or two 
days of purchase.  Delivery is charged at 
£10-15 within Cambridge, £15-20 in South 
Cambs., & £25 for all other areas.  

Becoming a CSOFA customer is easy, but you do need t o register 
with us.  You can do this either by: 

· being referred  by a local support agency, or  

· by bringing along proof that you are reliant on State Benefits (or 
on a low wage) and proof that you live in rented ac commo-
dation and receive Housing Benefit.   

 

If you have any problem with completing a self-referral  form our re-
ception volunteers can help.  Your CSOFA Customer Card is valid for 
6 months and you will need to show this whenever you  wish to buy 
something.  Cards can easily be renewed.

We stock a wide range of essential household 
furniture, domestic appliances and other household 
goods.  Our dedicated team of volunteers collect 
unwanted but still usable furniture and other house-
hold goods on a daily basis and we make these 

available at our furniture warehouse in Cambridge.  We o nly make 
available items that are in reasonable or good conditi on, and we 
check, and, if necessary, test and repair all items.  O bviously what we 
have in stock does vary from day to day, so we can’t  guarantee to 
always have what you want, on the day you want!
